"It was definitely needed,” the commander said.
The 14,000 square-foot building on Bennett Avenue was built in 1955.

Amidst the dust and noise, Assistant Fire Chief Michael Blakely watched the demolition and anticipates completion of the new facility in
about 17 months. The project has been on hold since 1994 awaiting military construction money.

By the end of the day, only a small portion of the old building remained standing.
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
