munitions, or equipment about which I am 

in doubt, either as a result of direct inspection 

or uncertainty regarding the ability of others 

who have worked on it to accomplish their 

work satisfactorily. 

 

I realize the grave responsibility, which is mine 

as a certified Airman, to exercise my judgment 

on the reliability of aircraft, munitions, 

and equipment.  I therefore, pledge unyielding 

adherence to these precepts for the advancement of 

aviation and for the dignity of my vocation.
